The What and Why of Christian Network

Our Christian Network (C-Net) serves as a delivery system for ministry organized to enable us to find a healthy balance in our Christian experience.  Through our participation in church ministry, our spiritual needs are met, even as we meet needs that exist around us.

As growing Christians we must learn to find a balance between two things: “INREACH” (I) and “OUTREACH” (O) activities.   INREACH (Learning, Worship and Fellowship)  is that which we do primarily to  strengthen our own faith.  OUTREACH (Evangelism, Mission and Service) is that which we do foremost for the purpose of benefiting others. 

We at Henderson believe that God can and does use every member to share His love and to touch the hearts of others.
