The What and Why of C-Net


As Christians, we grow in our relationships with God as we learn and put into practice the teachings of Christ.  We do that through what John Wesley (the founder of Methodism) called, “The Means of Grace,” those things we do in order to know God better and to become closer to him: Bible Study, praise and worship, the sacraments of the church (Holy Communion and Baptism), fasting, Christian conversation, and Christian service.


Jesus called himself -- first and foremost -- a “servant”.  As “…members of the royal priesthood…” (1 Peter 2:9) every Christian follower is a minister called to use his or her God-given spiritual gifts in harmony with others’ (1 Corinthians 12:4-7) in order to strengthen Christ’s body in the world, his church.

To find true fulfillment in our Christian walk, we must learn to find a healthy balance between what we do for ourselves (Inreach) and what we do for others (Outreach).  “C-Net” stands for Christian Network, an organization of ministries at Henderson  intended to help us identify activities we might engage in for (1) the purpose of growing in our own faith and spiritual understanding (Inreach), and (2) to give us ways to offer the love of God to others through Christian service (Outreach).

This booklet is designed to help you choose activities to participate in, as together we make Henderson a strong and faithful representation of Christ in our community.

In either service, fulfill “usher” duties: hand out bulletins; greet, watch for and attend  to guests, straighten pews between services, and/or assist in special services.  

       6.  Liturgist (O)
In the traditional service, the Liturgist leads the Affirmation of Faith, creates and reads the Morning Prayer and reads the day’s scripture.  In the contemporary “praise” service, the Liturgist reads the Scripture only.
GIFTS
7.   Stewardship (O)
Build a practice of good personal stewardship as you give a financial offering in worship and Sunday School each week.

8.  Spiritual Gifts (O)
Begin to identify your God-given spiritual gifts and be intentional about using them in Christian service.

SERVICE 
9.  “Gleaners and Cleaners” (O)
Gather supplies and equipment needed for events or programs;  use your “brawn” to help set up and take down equipment, chairs etc.

10. Mentor (O)
Assist with the younger children in their activities.  Offer your witness by setting a positive Christian example.

11. Name Tag (O)
      Wear your name tag every Sunday.  Introduce yourself 
      to new members and guests.
